Before | trained for ministry | had a secular job. My last job was
working as a work based assessor in professional construction at
Barnsley College - and my job entailed visiting company directors
and ensuring that they were able to help young trainees to complete
their apprenticeships by providing the evidence they need to pass
their course. I have worked in the construction industry for more
than a decade, from being a labourer, craftsman and some stint in
site management and as well as working with building consultants.

My understanding of ministry is that it changes each time, based on
the context in which one finds themselves. The question that was at
the back of my mind as | arrived at St Martin's was: What does the
gospel look like at St Martin's Potternewton? I am happy to have
come along and to work with the team of clergy that are already
here. I hope that the final years of my curacy will be fruitful and will
prepare me for the next chapter of my life.

Stewardship

On December 21, 1961, a Comet 4 jet liner crashed as it was taking
off from Ankara airport in Turkey. The investigation that followed
indicated that it was caused by a faulty instrument. A very small
loose screw had jammed an instrument, so that it appeared to the
pilot that the aircraft was not climbing, even though it was. The
Comet 4 had gone through the most rigorous tests ever to establish
its airworthiness but one miniscule component caused disaster.

Even in a complex, sophisticated aircraft, the well-being of the
whole, depends on all the components playing their part - even a
tiny old fashioned screw. This is true at a far deeper level when we
look at the complexity of living things. It is not surprising that St
Paul turned to the human body when he needed a metaphor for the
living, organic relationships that make up the Church community. In
fact he went further and told the Christians that they are not just
called to be like a human body but to be the Body of Christ. The
differences among the Church members were like the differences
between the limbs and organs of the body. Each one of them was
essential, needed as part of the structure of the whole Body.
Whatever their job might be, none of them could say: “You have no
need of me.” differences were not just to be tolerated but treasured.

In a healthy Church, the community is learning to depend on each
other, to recognise the gifts of others and appreciate that everyone
is needed if the Church is to be the Body of Christ in the locality
where it is placed.

A stewardship campaign is a great opportunity to explore together
what it is to find our place in the Body of Christ and to be thankful
for the great variety of gifts and talents that are among us. Some
talents are more eye-catching than others but all are essential.
There are no spare parts in the Body of Christ. By praying and
worshipping together, studying together, questioning together and
working together we become aware of the opportunities God is
giving us now.

The goal of a stewardship campaign is to find the right niche for
every member. This doesn't just depend on leaders. We all need to
be sensitive to those who feel they don't fit in and encourage them
to discover their special place in the Body. If people are feeling that
what they have to offer is pathetically small, we need to remind
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them of the five loaves and two fishes which, in the hands of Jesus,
turned out to be more than enough.

Stewardship is about building inclusiveness from the ground up. It is
a kind of spiritual keep fit program where strengths are developed
and coordinated. Or, to return to the Comet 4, it is a regular service
check-up to ensure that components, small and large, are working
together.

Mothers’ Union
“This is our story, this is our song” - Looking
back to 2018 with the Diocese of Leeds.

Our theme for 2018 was “In Mary Sumner’s Footsteps.”

New publicity brochures called “Welcome to Our World” were
produced. These are used as a marketing tool and showcase the
work of the Mothers’ Union.

During 2018, Mothers’ Union was able to provide ‘Away From It All’
holidays for 88 adults and 87 children. Thanks to the generosity of
members, we were able to part exchange and upgrade our second
caravan at Primrose Valley for one that is modern and well heated.
A set of books which help children to understand traumatic events in
their lives such as death or illness was well received by local
primary schools.

Our collecting and making projects produced over 1200 toiletry
bags, over 1000 hand knitted garments, 190 blankets, 350 twiddle
muffs and many, many bags of food and clothing. These were given
to hospitals, care homes, baby banks, food banks and many more
worthy causes throughout the diocese. Hundreds of pairs of flip
flops were also donated to Street Angels for late night revellers who
could not walk in their high heels.

Work with prisoners and their families continued at three prisons
and at a young offenders centre. This included running a tea bar at
a Visitors Centre, donations of baby gift bags to young offenders for
their new babies and providing cookery classes in one prison.

More than 200 years after the abolition of the slave trade, there are
still an estimated 40.3 million men, women and children trapped in
modern day slavery. At least 13,000 potential victims are in the UK.
Towards the end of 2018, Mothers’ Union began working with the
Clewer Initiative. The Clewer Initiative is a project which enables the
Church of England and its wider networks to develop strategies to
detect modern day slavery in their communities and to help provide
victim support and care.

Mothers’ Union have a daily prayer cycle which ensures that prayer
supports the work around the world. Midday prayers are said
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regularly in each episcopal area with branches taking turns to lead
the prayers. From the 8- 10'" January, the diocese took part in the
annual Wave of Prayer service. At that time, we particularly prayed
for our linked dioceses in Africa and the Solomon Islands. In May,
Parceval Hall provided a peaceful setting for our annual two days of
quiet, thoughtful fellowship. The prayer network which supports
individual members at times of illness and family concerns was well
used.

We did
not forget
to
celebrate
with our
members
in the
branches
of the
Diocese.

with Fr Nicholas when he was enrolled as a member of the Mothers’
Union on Mothering Sunday.

In December, we celebrated our first three years as the Diocese of
Leeds. We are happy to share our stories of how the work that we
are doing is positively transforming and making a sustainable
difference to people’s lives.

TOGETHER FOR LIFE

BETHLEHEM, Palestine. Some call it the Holy Land. Others call it
the Land of Doom. Palestinians simply call it home. At first glance,
the community of L'’Arche in Bethlehem, in Arabic Ma‘an lil-Hayat
(“Together for Life”), looks like a random group of people — young
and not so young, women and men, city dwellers and those from
villages and refugee camps, people with intellectual disabilities and
those without, Muslims and Christians.

Yet, underneath the diversity, what brings this motley crew
together is the recognition that we belong to each other as sisters
and brothers created by God, and that it is through our relationships
with each other that we can discover what it means to be truly
human.

To create community in a land destabilised by the tension,
insecurity, fear and aggression of a decades-long military
occupation is either sheer folly or profound blessing. But take one
step across the threshold of Ma‘an lil-Hayat and you’ll understand
that folly and blessing are not mutually exclusive. In a land of
disconnect, this is a community of connection, of relationship. The
community’s life together nourishes these connections, creating a
contagious experience of inclusion and peace in an environment
where tension and fear often reign. It's vital to connect - with
ourselves, with each other, with the people and world around us,
with God.

The community’s life is centred on friendship, on
relationships that enable us to help each other to discover and share
what is most beautifully and profoundly human in each of us.
Through choosing to create community with those in society who
are often shunned and marginalised because they are “different”, it
affirms the unique grace and infinite value of each person. And this
is not always a priority in this part of the world.
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In the same way, as in every L'Arche community, the
members of Ma‘an lil-Hayat also choose to welcome and befriend
those parts of ourselves that are often shunned and marginalised,
those parts that are often considered to be of “lesser value”. In
doing so, we affirm the need we all have for one another.

THE DIVERSITY of backgrounds, abilities, experience, gifts,
temperaments, and faith traditions elicits extraordinary creativity -
tangible and intangible - within the community. One expression of
this is how Ma‘an lil-Hayat uses the wool of Bethlehem sheep to
produce unique felted-wool ornaments and gifts, such as nativity
scenes and Christmas decorations.

And then there’s intangible creativity. The phone rang one
morning a few weeks ago.
“Hello, Ma‘an lil-Hayat.”
“Good morning.”
“Good morning, Sir, how can I help you?” *Well, I'm from Hebron,
and I'm calling simply to say thank you. You're the folks who visit
the hospital, right?”
“Yes, indeed, we are.”
“You see, I go to the hospital every week for chemotherapy, and
people from Ma’‘an lil-Hayat always come to visit the patients there
and bring some snacks to share.”
“I'm glad that you’re happy with our visits.”
“It's not only the food, you know. Your visits change our lives! It's
almost impossible to find a reason to smile when you’re in the
middle of a chemotherapy session, and yet, when you people walk
in, everyone’s mood changes. You remind us that we're alive and
that we're able to enjoy life, even in the midst of the ordeal of
chemotherapy.”

This phone call illustrates a unique and important aspect of
the mission of the L’Arche community in Bethlehem, one that we
discovered almost by accident a few years ago. When Sanaa, one of
the community members with an intellectual disability, was
diagnosed with advanced-stage cancer, she had to undergo
numerous sessions of chemotherapy at a local hospital.

AS THE MONTHS went by, she and Amal (the L'Arche assistant
who accompanied Sanaa to the hospital) got to know the other
patients in the unit. In fact, the friendship between these two
women - one a Muslim, the other a Christian - and Sanaa’s
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colourful personality, transformed the atmosphere of the
chemotherapy outpatient unit into a welcoming space where the
patients and their companions began to form a little community of
friends.

This often dismal, even frightening place became a safe
space where friends could connect, support each other, and - dare
we say it? — experience joy. After Sanaa finished her chemotherapy
sessions, she and Amal realised that they missed the friends - the
other outpatients - they had made at the hospital. *"Who will make
them smile if we aren’t there?” asked Sanaa.

Thus began a search for the community to remain faithful to
its friends. Remembering that the hospital provides no refreshments
or snacks for the chemotherapy patients and their companions, we
decided to prepare some sandwiches, fruit, and drinks and to visit
twice a week, offering these snacks to those receiving treatment.

Sanaa was happy to spend time with her friends again. She
continued to make the visits as long as she was able. It has been
more than two years since Sanaa died, and yet Ma‘an lil-Hayat
remains faithful to this humble mission and continues Sanaa’s
powerful legacy of friendship and joy.

SOMETIMES people ask how Ma‘an lil-Hayat celebrates religious
feasts and holidays together as an interfaith community. Obviously,
it takes a certain amount of creativity. But what we’ve realised is
that it is more the way we live and celebrate the ordinary events of
everyday life that give meaning to the big holidays - being able to
laugh together, to cry together, to share what we have, and to
receive what others offer. To celebrate the Resurrection in a
community of Muslims and Christians is to celebrate Life - day in
and day out - and to be bearers of joy and witnesses that Life is
indeed stronger than death.

Ma‘an lil-Hayat - together for life. When we're together, we
give life.
